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Through the Australian Government's Destination Visitor Survey (DVS) program, Tourism and Events Queensiand
(TEQ) and Tourism Research Austrakia (TRA) jointly funded a research project to produce 2015-16 regional
tourism satellite account (TSA) resukts for Queensland tourism regions. Deloftte Access Economics were engaged
to undertake the project. The TSAs evaluate tourism industry activity and performance within a national
accounting framework. The regional TSAs measure both the direct and indirect impacts of tourism on the
economy and indiude metrics such as gross regional product and employment.

This information was previously published at the national and state level, and is now available at the tourism
region level. The results in the fact sheets below represent finandial year 2015-16 data and this information wil
be updated on an annual basis.

These programs
focus on developing the capability and capacity of businesses to grow, become resilient,
and achieve the 2020 expenditure growth target.

Queensland government grants

Small Business Digital Grants program provides matching funding of up to
$10,000 (excluding G5T) to eligible businesses to enhance the digital capabilities of their
business, help them to be more competitive and employ more staff,

Small Business Entrepreneur Grants program provides matched funding up to $5,000 to
eligible businesses (less than 20 employees) to engage a consultant, advisor or coach to
help establish or develop your business.

Business Growth Fund program provides funding of up to $50,000 (excluding G5T) to
eligible businesses with less than 50 employees to purchase and implement highly
specialised equipment or services. Successful applicants must provide a co-contribution
of 25% to 50% of funding towards the total project cost.

Mentoring for Growth program assists business owners to overcome challenges by
providing access to a panel of expert business mentors.

Ignite Ideas Fund supports start-ups and small to medium Queensland businesses to
commercialise market ready innovative ideas that will help thern grow and compete ina
global market and create new jobs.

Business Development Fund provides co-investment of between $125,000 and
$2.5 million to support commercialisation of cutting-edge research or innovative ideas.

Jobs and Regional Growth Fund provides financial assistance of $100,000 to over
$10 million for private sector projects that create employment and economic growth
